And today, it's still
a powerful resource that can generate clean, renewable, and cheap'electricity. They produce energy
from running water and convert it to electricity. The power-that is.produced as a result of falling or
running water is called “hydroelectric power” or “hydropower”. Turbines and generators convert
this power into electricity.
Today, about 19% of all our electricity is generated from hydropower, making it one of the largest
sources of renewable power.
